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RECTOR’S LETTER
Dear Friends,

The word “synod” comes from two Greek words: “syn”
(together) and “hodos” (road). A synod, then, is a group
of people who walk the road together. This past week
(May 29-30) the Synod of the Diocese of Toronto met at
Durham College in Oshawa. It truly was a journeying
together. We were well represented: Father David
Bowring and myself as clergy, Darleen Knowlton and
Johanna Miller as lay delegates, and Brian Fairbrother as
co-opted staff.

The theme of “mission” was set by the Bishop’s sermon
during a joyous opening service, and by our keynote
speaker, Canon Philip Potter from Liverpool, England. He
is one of the founders of the “Fresh Expressions”
movement in the Church of England. In a society where
the great majority of people are “unchurched,” our
hallowed and well-loved ways of work and worship simply
don't resonate. He encouraged us to try new ways of
reaching out to the world around us. This doesn’'t mean,
he added, that we have to stop doing what has had
meaning in the past, but we also need to be open to new
ways of doing things.

| think of computer technology and so-called social
networks. While “oldsters” like me are unfamiliar (and
uncomfortable) with them, many of our young people are
deeply engaged: twittering and text messaging to their
friends while they listen to music on their i-pods. The
church needs to do what Jesus did; get out into the world
and meet people where they are, and if that means “going
on-line,” let's do it!

It was not a synod where we made a lot of resolutions.
“Indaba” or discussion groups were more the order of the
day, but we did journey together as Anglican Christians
and, I hope, renewed our commitment to reach out to the
world in Christ's name.

IRENAEUS OF LYONS - The Peacemaker

Irenaeus was born in Smyrna, in modern-day Turkey,
about 130. His life is a testimony to the continuity of
teaching in the formative years of the Church. As a boy
Irenaeus was taught by Polycarp, Bishop of Smyrna, who
in turn had known St. John the Evangelist. After studying
in Rome Irenaeus went to Lyons, a flourishing trading
centre in Gaul, where he succeeded the elderly Bishop
Pothinus who was martyred in 177. He narrowly escaped
death himself, being away on church matters at the time.
Irenaeus was an influential writer and teacher. In his
essay, The Demonstration of the Apostolic Preaching, and
his book, Against Heresies, he defended Christian
orthodoxy against the Gnostics, who claimed to possess
secret teachings passed down to them but not the
apostles. Irenaeus wrote about the importance of
tradition, shown in the continuity of Christian teaching
through the unbroken succession of bishops and in the
formation of the canonical scriptures. He lived up to his
name, which means “peacemaker,” by urging moderation
in the treatment of breakaway groups. Irenaeus died
about 200 but there is no evidence to support the claim
that he suffered as a martyr.

Bible Lore

Some of Jesus’ healings, as described in the gospels,
might have had trouble meeting modern sanitary
standards. He used no medications except ... his saliva.
In Mark 7.32-35 we read that he went to Galilee where he
was introduced to a man who was deaf and “had an
impediment in his speech.” First, Jesus “put his fingers
into his ears, then he spat and touched his tongue.”
Finally, Jesus “sighed and said to him, ‘Ephphatha’ (be
opened)” and the man was cured of both conditions.
Jesus later visited Bethsaida (Mark 8.22-24) where a blind
man was brought to him. When Jesus “had put saliva on
his eyes, and laid his hands on him,” the blind man’s sight
was restored. In John 9.6 Jesus was passing another
man who had been blind from birth. He stopped, “spat on
the ground and made mud with the saliva and spread the
mud on the man’s eyes.” The man was then told to wash
in the pool of Siloam, after which he could see. Some
scholars say that in those days saliva, especially the spit
of a holy man, was thought to have had healing
properties. | came across another interesting viewpoint.
Spitting then, as now, was a mark of contempt (see
Numbers 12.14, Deuteronomy 25.9, Job 30.10, and
Matthew 26.27). These people may have been despised
because of their affliction but Jesus took a sign of
disrespect and made it into a sign of healing.
